Each girl is decorated with LS
an ornament of gold inset with the 108 E
faces of the deity to whom they are mys-— _
tically given in warriage. o

It has beea said of the
Monchgut dress that the white "Blx" shine below their “Blue coats
like the Toawmy crests of the Baltic waves, and the onchgfit men walk
with a broad-vesmed and rolling gait, The stiffly starched skizts of
the women stand out like billows from their firm, strong hips.
